Engineering provides a range of opportunities in fabrication, production and
maintenance. Apprentices may produce different types of componentry, frames,
and other sheetmetal products; or carrying out maintenance on various types of
machinery. Engineering offers a number of specialisations in production,
mechanical, fabrication, locksmithing and electrical/electronics.

What are some of the duties involved in an engineering apprenticeship?
